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Valley PreSchool

We’re having a busy year at Valley PreSchool! We currently have 23 children enrolled and coming
each Monday, Wednesday, and Friday morning. This has been a very different year for us. While usually about
half of our children are returning students who are headed for kindergarten the following year, this year only
three of them are age-eligible for kindergarten in the fall and only two students have returned from last year.
Even at this writing only seven of the children have turned four.

in his writings a deep love for God and mankind. MacDonald began his adult life as &
a clergyman but turned to writing to support his large family. Today he is best '
known as a Victorian novelist and writer of fantasy fiction for children. MacDonald **
wrote some fifty books in addition to his novels and fantasy, including poetry, short Ge"rfgz'l"j;'gg”a'd
stories, sermons, essays, and a full-length study of Hamlet. In his day he was highly

esteemed and very popular.

According to an article on the website http://www.macdonaldphillips.com/legacy.html, after
MacDonald died his reputation gradually declined, and most of his books went out of print. Obscure
though his name became, MacDonald was read and revered by an impressive number of well-known
people. A few of these include G.K. Chesterton (who called him "*one of the three or four greatest men of
the 19th century'"), W.H. Auden (who said that MacDonald was "one of the most remarkable writers of
the 19th century'), Oswald Chambers (“I love that man'), and most notably C.S. Lewis ("I dare not say
that he is never in error; but to speak plainly I know hardly any other writer who seems to be closer, or
more continually close, to the Spirit of Christ Himself. | have never concealed the fact that | regarded
him as my master; indeed | fancy | have never written a book in which I did not quote from him').

A resurgence of interest in George MacDonald, primarily in the United States, began to mount in the
1970s and 80s. The library has a good number of his novels (in modern translations), as well as his
children’s fantasies. During February the church library bulletin board will display quotes by this
wonderful Christian man. Stop by, read what MacDonald said about various subjects, and check out
one of his books as well!
