
 

We tend to judge time by years and months, by days and hours, minutes and seconds. Time 

is something we measure. We tend to think of time as when we describe the feeling that goes 

through us when the bell rings to signal the end of class. I remember moments when the pro-

fessor seemed to be deaf to that sound and I wanted to ask, ―Didn’t you hear the bell ring? 

Time’s up.‖ 

 

 We are clock-watchers and too often our lives are driven by time. We declare that 

something is done when the clock strikes the appropriate hour. We affirm that something is 

now to begin because the moment set aside for the event has come. This is not a bad way to live. In fact, it is what allows 

us to accomplish as much as we do; it leads us to deadlines for projects, to multiple tasks being finished, to meetings that 

take place with everyone present. It’s not the only way to live. There are many cultures in our world in which people 

think of time differently.  

 

There is a perspective of time that is less concerned with a particular amount of time as with a moment in time. It’s 

not that we are inexperienced in this perspective of time. A husband hearing his pregnant wife making unusual noises 

might ask, ―Is it time, yet?‖ When the due date is still a ways off, we might ask, ―Are you sure it’s time? We weren’t 

planning for this to happen for another two weeks!‖ The expectant mother says, ―Look. I don’t care about the due date; 

it’s time!‖ Despite the due date, amid lots of rushing around, bags are packed and things are set in motion because the 

baby is coming! We all know stories (some of them our own) when the baby declares quite emphatically that it’s time, 

whether the calendar agrees or not! 

 

People who live with a sense of time in the moment are not unaware of calendars and clocks; they simply do not al-

low these arbitrary dividers to determine the value of life and its time. People who are enamored with this perspective of 

time talk about seasons and moments, about events and experiences. They realize that God is not limited by clocks but 

that God works and moves and appears when He is ready and when we are ready. This mindset about time is not in-

tended as abandonment of appointments and schedules; it simply refuses to allow our lives to be driven by the schedul-

ing constraints that we so often put on ourselves. We refuse to do this because we realize that sometimes the most pro-

found moments of life take place when we least expect them, when we haven’t planned them, when we didn’t schedule 

them. 

 

Mark tells us that as Jesus bursts on to the scene he announces loud and clear, ―The kingdom of God is near. Repent 

and believe the good news!‖ Jesus declares that God’s long-awaited moment so long delayed and so passionately prayed 

for has arrived. It’s all about the moment. 

 

Our days are filled with appointments and schedules and all kinds of activities that pull at us. We need to pay atten-

tion to these; they are important to life. But we must be warned about allowing the clock and calendar to drive our lives. 

Instead, we need to live in the moments of life—in an extra few moments playing with our children, in an extra evening 

talking with our spouse, in an extra activity of working with children or youth or others giving of ourselves, sacrificing 

ourselves for the joy and call of the moment. 

 

Time goes by so quickly. How are we spending our time? What is one thing you can do this week to use your time 

for a family member, a friend, the church, someone in need?
