Patrick.  As the oldest of four children, LaNora was raised 

on a farm where she learned at an early age the value of 

hard work.  After graduating from Freeport High School, 

as one of six from the Class of ô46, LaNora moved on to 

Marion College, Marion, Indiana (later Indiana Wesleyan 

University) where she majored in Elementary Education.  

While working in the kitchen (peeling potatoes), she met a 

young man from Louisville, Kentucky, named Buddy 

Keith.  On June 14, 1952, LaNora and Buddy were 

married in Clarksville, Michigan, and then had four 

children: Timothy in 1953, Ellen in 1956, Jonathan in 

1959, and Miriam in 1963.  After Bud and LaNora taught 

for a few years in the Midwest, they moved their young 

family to Houghton where they began their ministry at 

Houghton Academy (1957-1996).  LaNora and Buddy 

have been active members of the Houghton Wesleyan 

Church and long-time Gideons.  This past year, the 

Houghton Wesleyan Church named their library in honor 

of LaNora for her decades of tireless service.  LaNoraôs 

passions were books, flowers, and quietly helping others.
